If you are only living temporarily during 

the course in Cádiz, we will require your 

address, and both your local and permanent 

phone number of your country of residency. 

 

It is important that you have an e-mail 

account with the University of Cadiz, as 

there are services (like workrooms) that you 

can only access via this account.

E-MAIL ACCOUNT 
 

Keep in mind that communication with 

the library is via your e-mail, so it is 

important you check your account regularly 

and not miss important notifications. 

 

If you wish to redirect your UCA e-mail 

to a different e-mail account, the follow is 

important: 

 

 Configure your account so that once 

you redirect your e-mails you delete them 

from your UCA account. If not, your UCA 

account will become saturated and the 

system will reject further emails you receive. 

 

 Check that the account you chose to 

use (the one where you actually consult your 

e-mails), does not consider UCA e-mails, 

and especially those from the Library, as 

spam. 

 

In your personal library account, verify 

the messaging preferences.
